The general discussion raised various issues, 
amongst which were the membership dues & rates, the need for an evaluation of CLCs’ achievements vis-à-vis the 
mandate, appreciation of the existing involvement of CLCers vs. the need for further involvement, the importance of 
involving the ‘grass roots’ (CLC members) on CLC projects so they can own them. Various other issues were also 
mentioned and will be included in the minutes of this year’s AGM.

During the AGM, as per the agenda, Sandro Spiteri (Khamira) – President of the National Commission for the Family 
explained the brief of the National Commission for the Family and the feedback/input/involvement he would like 
from CLC.  A discussion on the feedback requested followed.  It was however decided to involve all CLCers and all 
the communities were requested to send in their feedback on 4 questions by 12th April 2007. 
 
There was an excellent response and the feedback we received from you was passed on to Sandro Spiteri so that it 
could be discussed during the NGO seminar on the matter on 14th April 2007. Joseanne Peregin (Exiles) is 
representing CLC on the forum.  Sandro Spiteri’s reaction to the feedback sent was “just a note on the excellent 

quality of the contributions by CLC re family policy – PROSIT. This has also been remarked upon by others.”
